Guidance for a Provisional Statement Application
A provisional statement provides applicants with a means of establishing whether a premises that is being or about to be constructed or substantially altered for the provision of licensable activities would be granted a premises licence after the building works are complete. This enables applicants to determine whether the proposed business is viable before investing significant amounts of money.
Any decision of the licensing authority on an application for a provisional statement will not relieve an applicant of the need to apply for planning permission, and/or building control approval of the work, or in some cases both.

A provisional statement may not be sought or given for a vessel, a vehicle, or a moveable structure.

The application must be accompanied by:-

· the relevant fee

· completed application form, including a statement which includes particulars of the premises to which the application relates and of the licensable activities for which the premises are to be used.

· A plan of the work to be carried out. The plan does not have to be professionally drawn but it must be accurate and to scale. Please see Fire Brigade Guidance in the pack.
A copy of the application must be sent to each of the Responsible Authorities as listed on the sheet in the application pack.

Following submission your application has to be advertised

Advertising your application
1. A pale blue notice must be displayed at the premises, for a period of 28 consecutive days, starting on the day after you give your application to the licensing authority. It must be in a location and position where the public can read it 24 hours a day. If the premises is larger than 50 square metres you must place identical posters every 50 metres along the premises boundary.

The poster must be:-

· Pale blue in colour

· Size A4 or larger

· In a font equal or larger than 16 if typed, or if written printed legibly in black ink.

2 By publishing a notice in a local newspaper circulating in the vicinity of the premises on at least one occasion during the period of 10 working days starting on the day after the application was submitted to the Licensing Authority

If, after the 28 day consultation period there have been no representations, then the provisional statement is granted as applied for.

If representations have been made, then the application will be determined at a meeting of the Licensing Committee.

The provisional statement will remain in force until a premises licence application is made.

Please be aware that although a provisional statement is in force, you may not provide licensable activities until the premises licence has been granted.

When a premises licence is subsequently made, representations by responsible authorities and other persons will be EXCLUDED in certain circumstances. These are when:

· The application for a licence is in exactly the same form as the licence described in the provisional statement

· The work in the schedule of works has been satisfactorily completed

· Given the information provided in the application for a provisional statement, the responsible authority or other person could have made the same, or substantially the same, representations about the application then, but failed to do so without reasonable excuse; and

· There has been no material change in the circumstances relating either to the premises or to the area in the proximity of those premises since the provisional statement was made.
